 The method of making compost from kitchen garbage using red worms is 

called Vermicomposting.   

 Converting plant and animal wastes, including that from the kitchen, into 

manure is called Composting. 

 Plastics give out harmful gases upon heating or burning. 

 We should not throw plastic bags here and there. 

 We insist shopkeepers to use paper bags. We should carry a cloth or a jute bag 

for shopping to minimise garbage and over use of plastics.
