On her arrival, the birds turn their heads to look at her. They watch her passing but
do not leave their nest on the bushes. The dogs and sheep keep sleeping and they have no

reaction at all.

She passes through farms where farmers and labourers are sleeping. Although she

makes a loud noise, no one awakes. They continue to slumber

Alliteration - “Birds” bushes
“blank-faced”
“feel” and “forgotten”

Simile - Towards the fields of apparatus, the furnaces
set on the dark plain like gigantic chessmen.

Personification - “she”
she speeds up or slows
“snorts noisily.”
